SATS Training Schedule Development Guide
Setup Instructions for START UP DATABASE

USE THIS TRAINING SCHEDULE DEVELOPMENT TIP IF YOU ARE DEVELOPING A SATS UNIT DATABASE FOR THE FIRST TIME.  
The instructions below will setup a database that contains Event Details, Garrison Details and a set of uniform codes.  
NOTE:  If you already have already developed a unit database in SATS, use the Setup Instructions for an ESTABLISHED DATABASE.

1. Download the file NG_Startup_DB.zip from the Downloads page on the SATS web site (http://www.sats.army.mil/files.htm).  This file is located under the download category Army National Guard / US Army Reserve Data Files. When you download this file, make sure to note where you store it, as you will need to navigate to it in step 5 below.
2. Install SATS 4.2 on your machine.  The software is available on the Downloads page under the download category SATS Software on the SATS web site (http://www.sats.army.mil/files.htm) in .zip file format. 

[Download the .zip file (SATS4201.zip) to a local drive and folder, and then double click this .zip file to begin the installation.  Once unzipped, double-click the ‘Setup.exe’ file to install SATS 4.2 on your computer.]
3. Start the SATS program and login as follows:  For UNIT, double-click Initial SATS Unit.  For USER, click Initial SATS User.  In the password field, type the default password, “sats” (all lowercase).  Click the OK button when you are done.
4. From the Main Menu, select the Utilities tab.  From the Utilities Menu, double-click Backup / Restore SATS 4.2 database.
5. In the Backup / Restore SATS 4.2 Database window, select Restore previous SATS 4.2 database backup and click OK.

6. In the Select Backup File window, navigate to and click on the NG_Startup_DB.Zip file (the file you downloaded in step 1 above), and then click Open. 
[At this point SATS will display a message warning you that you are about to overwrite the database.  Click the ‘Yes to All’ button.  It is safe to overwrite the database, since you just installed the program and the database does not yet contain any data.]
7. After a short wait you will see a message that the database was successfully unzipped.  Click OK to continue.  The SATS Main Menu will then be displayed.
8. From the Main Menu select the Force tab and then double-click the Force Structure option.  

9. Open up the Force Structure tree view in the left pane, and then select the default unit in the same pane.

10. Locate the Edit icon in near the top of the window (stop-sign shaped icon with the word Edit on it) and single click this icon.

11. In the New Org Unit ID: field, enter your unit’s UIC, and then click OK.

12. SATS will ask you if you want to replace the Unit ID throughout SATS;  click on Yes.

At this point you are ready to begin building your Force Structure.  Please refer to available User Documentation located on the SATS download web page (http://www.sats.army.mil/files.htm) (and on your SATS 4.2.0.1 Installation CD) for further information.
